At Evanston Gardens Primary we have a ôhigh 
riskõ bushfire rating, so we have DECD poli-
cies/procedures in case of emergencies and 
practise fired drills etc.  Part of this is that 
our site will be  closed on CATASTROPHIC 
fire danger rating days & no persons (staff, 
students etc. will be on site.  Families will 
need to  make alternative arrangements for 
their children on these days.  We will inform 
you via SMS so please ensure we have up to 
date mobile numbers. 
 
At Evanston Gardens we have not yet needed 
to close our school due to a Catastrophic fire 
day in the Mount Lofty ranges area, however 
I just wish to inform you of this possibility & 
reassure you that we have procedures in 
place as student safety is a very high priori-
ty.

Scholastic Book Club  

Book Club is a service run by volunteers Kim 
Hamilton-Waycott and Pam Harrison, where 
twice a term your child will receive a bro-
chure from Scholastic.
